This month we celebrate a national holiday that 
calls us to give thanks. We gather around 
traditional foods with family and friends as we 
remember the ways we have been blessed. Over 
the past few years I’ve given thanks with friends 
from my hometown and have taken on their 
thanksgiving ritual as my own. After the meal is 
prepared we stand in a circle and tell each other 
what we are the most thankful for. There are 
always tears and laughter as we share. 

The first time I experienced the sharing I didn’t 
expect to be overwhelmed with emotion. 
Something about naming out loud what it is I and 
others give thanks for becomes a moving 
experience. We realize how truly blessed we are 
for the people in our lives and we also recognize 
the hardships that the year brought. It’s not that 
we’re celebrating the tragedies of the year, but 
rather we pause to remember and name what it 
was that brought us through those valleys to the 
thanksgiving feast again. 

Time after time people have carried us through 
those darkest nights. Sometimes it’s as simple 
as a card and other times it’s as complicated as 
long distance traveling to be with the one in 
need, but it’s our relationships with others that 
continually carry us through life’s joys and 
sorrows. 

Paul wrote the letter to the church in Philippi 
while he was in prison. He writes to thank the 
community there for all they have done to 
support the church’s mission and ministry. In the 
last chapter of the letter he writes… 

Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, 
Rejoice. Let your gentleness be known to 
everyone. The Lord is near. Do not worry 
about anything, but in everything by prayer 
and supplication with thanksgiving let your 
requests be made known to God. And the  

 

peace of God, which surpasses all 
understanding, will guard your hearts and 
your minds in Christ Jesus. Finally, beloved, 
whatever is true, whatever is honorable, 
whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever 
is pleasing, whatever is commendable, if 
there is any excellence and if there is 
anything worthy of praise, think about these 
things. Keep on doing the things that you 
have learned and received and heard and 
seen in me, and the God of peace will be with 
you.  ~  Philippians 4:4-9 

The thought of what the Philippians had done 
gives Paul another reason to rejoice. He gives 
instructions that seem to be written for a joyous 
occasion, yet this is an exhortation for everyday. 
It’s not just one day a year that we are called to 
give thanks, but we to rejoice in the Lord always. 
We can do this because the Lord is near. No 
matter what is going on the Lord is very near and 
will bring us through whatever life brings our 
way. Then when we look back at where we’ve 
been and how we made it through we remember 
to rejoice because of the wonderful people in our 
lives. 

As I look back over this year I give thanks for 
each of you. I give thanks for the way we’ve 
grown and for the challenges we’ve overcome. 
We have been through so much together. And, I 
can’t wait to go through this coming year to see 
what God has in store for each of us. 

May God be with each of us as we continue to 
give thanks and go about the work to which we 
have been called to.
